Our Vietnam Committee submitted 
another Dauphin County Gaming 
Grant request on July 29.  We ex-
pect a response in early 2017.  The 
goal is to be able to raise the last 
$30,000 to allow us to achieve a 
Spring of 2017 installation. The  
Vietnam Memorial Committee re-
cently finalized the drawings to be 
etched on the monument.  It is esti-
mated the total costs to construct our 

third memorial will be approximately 
$60,000.   

 

As a reminder, the memorial will contain names of 
STHS alumni or veterans who lived in the township 
and served in the military during the Vietnam Con-
flict era from February 28, 1961 to May 7, 1975.
